According to the Survey findings, the average annual
number of household members of the age 15 years and
above, who left Armenia within 2013- 2016 for the
duration above 3 months and had not returned as of
2016, is estimated around 24 thousand.

7.6.1 Definition of country of usual residence,
of long-term international migrant and
of short-term international migrant*

Country of usual residence - The country in which a person
lives, that is to say, the country in which he or she has a place

to live where he or she normally spends the daily period of
rest. Temporary travel abroad for purposes of recreation,
holiday, visits to friends and relatives, business, medical
treatment or religious pilgrimage does not change a person's
country of usual residence.

Long-term migrant - A person who moves to a country other
than that of his or her usual residence for a period of at least a
year (12 months), so that the country of destination effectively
becomes his or her new country of usual residence. From the
perspective of the country of departure the person will be a
long term emigrant and from that of the country of arrival the
person will be a long-term immigrant.

Short-term migrant - A person who moves to a country other
than that of his or her usual residence for a period of at least 3
months but less than a year (12 months) except in cases where
the movement to that country is for purposes of recreation,
holiday, visits to friends and relatives, business, medical
treatment or pilgrimage. For purposes of
international migration statistics, the country of usual

residence of short-term migrants is considered to be the

country of destination during the period they spend in it.

7.6.2 Administrative records of population
movements

The administrative information source for migration
in Armenia is the State Population Register of the
Republic of Armenia, which does not fully reflect
the data on population movements, given the fact
that people are mostly not informing about their
movements to the Passport and Visa Department of
the Police of the Republic of Armenia and hence are
left out of the sight on migration statistics.

The permanent residency status is a permit issued by the
authorized State body of the Government of the

Republic of Armenia granting a foreigner the right to
stay permanently in the territory of the Republic of
Armenia with a five-year term, with possibility of
prolonging the same time period.

Special residency status is a permit issued by the
President of the Republic of Armenia giving the
foreigner the right to reside in the territory of the
Republic of Armenia within the validity period of the
document certifying that status (for ten years and may
be granted more than once).

According to “RA Law “On Refugees and Asylum”
Asylum is the protection granted to foreign citizens or
stateless persons in Armenia by the RA Law, as well as
all rights granted to internationally recognized refugees
by the Convention, the RA Law and other legal acts.
Asylum is provided through recognition of a foreigner as
a refugee in Armenia.

An asylum seeker is a foreign citizen or a stateless
person who has filed an asylum claim in the Republic of
Armenia as stated by law. An asylum seeker is also
considered a foreign citizen or stateless person, who is
officially recognized as a refugee by the other Signatory
States to the Convention Relating to the Refugee Status,
and has filed an asylum claim in Armenia.

A refugee is:

e A foreign citizen, who owing to a well-founded
fear of being persecuted for reasons of race, religion,
nationality, membership of a particular social group or
political opinion, is outside the country of his/her
citizenship and is unable, or owing to such fear, is
unwilling to avail him/herself of the protection of the
country; or who, not having citizenship and being
outside the country of his former permanent residence
is unable or, owing to such fear, unwilling to return to
it.

e A foreign citizen, who has been compelled to
leave his/her country of citizenship, or in case of a
stateless person, his/her former residence due to
generalized/general violence, foreign aggression,
internal conflicts, massive violation of human rights, or
other serious events disturbing public order.

RA Boarder Management Information System is also
available in the Republic of Armenia, which enables to
obtain information about the administrative records on
border crossings and the number of participants. but this
system does not allow to carry out the data processing in
order to get migration data according to UN definitions

and methodology (see page 126).
